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What’s New in St. Andrew’s Library by Eleanor Whitehead, Librarian 

The Prayer Book Guide to Christian Education, Sharon Ely Pearson & Robyn Szoke, Editors 

It has often been said that if you want to know what the Episcopal Church believes theologi-

cally, you need to listen to the Episcopal Church in prayer.  The Book of Common Prayer, with 

its rites, prayers, catechism, calendar (commemorations, lectionary, and wealth of traditions), 

carries the weight of theological understanding for the church. 

 

If the prayer book is the cornerstone of Anglican theology, then it makes sense to see the 

prayer book as the cornerstone for Christian education in the Episcopal congregation.  It was 

with this understanding in mind that a group gathered in 1982 at the invitation of Judith Carl-

son, the Children’s Ministries Officer of the Episcopal Church Center at the time, who served 

as contributor and editor.   A special task force was formed to uncover the treasure of edu-

cational objectives and ideas within the Book of Common Prayer.  The first edition of The 

Prayer Book Guide to Christian Education was born.  (Note:  Our edition is the third.)

Children are awed by the beauty and power of God.  In an environment where age-

appropriate Bible stories and worship language are heard, children can sense the presence 

of God and worship him. 

 

The children-and-worship approach in this book helps children come before God with 

reverence and respond to him in praise.  It was designed for use during junior church time 

but can be used in other settings and with various age groups.  Through songs, prayer, Bible 

stories, and a time of wondering and talking about the story, children worship God.
