Mountains beyond Mountains , by Tracy Kidder, Winner of the Pulitzer Prize

Tracy Kidder has been described as the Master of non-fiction narrative. This inspiring new book
shows how one person can make a difference, as Kidder tells the true story of a gifted man who is in
love with the world and has set out to do all he can to cure it. Mountains beyond Mountains  takes
us from Harvard to Haiti, Peru, Cuba, and Russia, as Paul Farmer, Doctor, Harvard professor, re-
nowned infectious-disease specialist, anthropologist, changes minds and practices through his dedi-
cation to the philosophy that Aithe only real

world. At the heart of this book is the example of a life based on hope, and on an understanding of
the truth of the Haitian proverb, Beyond mountains there are mountains: as you solve one problem,
another problem presents itself, and so you go on and try to solve that one too.

The Camel Bookmobile, by Masha Hamilton

When Fiona Sweeney tells her family she wants to do something that matters, they do not expect her
to go to Africa to help start a traveling library. But that is where Fiona chooses to make her marks; in
the arid bush of northeastern Kenya, among tiny, far-flung communities, nearly unknown and lacking
roads and schools, where people live daily with drought, hunger, and disease. In this book, Fi travels
to settlements where people have never held a book in their hands. Her goal is to help bring Dr.
Seuss, Homer, Tom Sawyer, and Hemingway to a largely illiterate and semi-nomadic populace.
However, because the donated books are limited in number and the settlements are many, the library
initiates a  tough fine; if anyone fails to return a book, the bookmobile will stop coming. Evocative,
seamless, and haunting, The Camel Bookmobile is a powerful saga that challenges our fears of the
unknown. It is a story that captures the riddles and calamities hat often occur when two cultures col-
lide. It follows an American librarian who travels to Africa to give meaning to her life, and ultimately
loses a piece of her heart. In the end, this compelling novel shows how one life can change many, in
spite of dangerous and seemingly immutable obstacles.
